The exam preparation courses are designed for
students who need to speak Spanish for work reasons
or to gain access to university.

By taking our Exam Preparation courses the student
will develop the necessary skills to pass the exam and
obtain the official certificate.

Dele Preparation

DELE (Diplomas de Espaiol como Lengua Extranjera) is the official
certificate of Spanish as a foreign language and is granted by the
Cervantes Institute on behalf of the Spanish Ministry of Education,
Culture and Sport (equivalent to IELTS and TOEFL in English). It is
an internationally recognised diploma that certifies the level of
proficiency in Spanish and is required to access Spanish
universities, as well as in different areas of the labour market. The
levels are as follows:

Siele Preparation

SIELE is the International Service for the Evaluation of the Spanish
Language that certifies the degree of proficiency in Spanish through
electronic means aimed at students and professionals from the five
continents. It is promoted by the Cervantes Institute, the National
Autonomous University of Mexico, the University of Salamanca and
the University of Buenos Aires.

It offers the possibility of taking a complete exam with four tests
(Reading Comprehension, Listening Comprehension, Written
Expression and Interaction, Oral Expression and Interaction) or just
a few tests if you wish to accredit partial language skills. Both the
tests and the procedures around them (such as obtaining the title)
are carried out electronically. With the SIELE Preparation course the
student will acquire the necessary knowledge to pass the exam and
obtain the certificate that will accredit your level of Spanish
internationally. Our teachers are highly qualified and have extensive
experience training students who want to obtain the SIELE.



Private Lessons

Private classes are the most flexible option available
for our students.
